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Objectives

Eco-industrial clusters shall be defined as geographic concentration of interconnected industries in a
specialized field that cooperate with each other to efficiently share resources like energy, materials,
water, information etc. Given the prevailing political belief that industrial clusters located in urban
fringe areas can be vehicles for environmental conservation and economic development, a sound
understanding of eco-industrial strategies assumes importance in the context of their sustainability.
It is also vital to time and employ appropriate methodology to apply policy measures to transform
such industrial clusters into eco-friendly economic zones. This workshop is organized to discuss the
pros and cons of wide range of environmental management strategies relating to industrial clusters.
A number of interesting case studies from selected economic sectors in Asian countries will highlight
the role of eco-industrial clusters and their necessity in enhancing the sustainability of industries
in the region.
